3) For which purposes we use your personal data
NABA London Ltd uses the above mentioned data for the following purposes:

a. To enable us to assess the suitability of your application for the course that
you have applied for and enable you to enrol in such course, as well as for the
provision of related services.

b. Accrediting you for events related to your training plan.

In relation to the purposes under 3 a) and b), the processing is necessary for
the performance of a contract to which you are a party. Or where the
information about you has been submitted by a third party, it will be in our
legitimate interest to process your personal data (to allow us to perform the
contract with such third party).

4) How long we keep your personal data

For the purposes mentioned in 3 (a), (b), (c), (d) and (e) above, we keep your
personal data for the duration of the established contractual relationship and
beyond the six-year limitation period from the termination of the relationship to
fulfil legal obligations as well as for judicial protection purposes.

5) The security of your personal data

Employees of Galileo Global Education, as well as
employees of Istituto Marangoni (Istituto Marangoni Limited) and Domus
Academy, belonging to the same Galileo Global Education Group, may also
have access to some of your data. All entities within the Galileo Global
Education Group accessing your data do so under strict confidentiality and
data protection obligation

We will only share your personal data with the following third parties for the
purposes set out above:

1. ADMISSION TEST

NABA London Ltd ("NABA") intends to understand your motivation and
attitude in undertaking the chosen programme. A strong motivation and
solid awareness of the contents of the programme guarantee your
commitment and determination which are necessary to attend the
Academy. NABA will take into account your creative attitude and your
way of dealing with a project. All applicants must provide a personal
statement (see 1.1 below). In addition, applicants for an undergraduate
programme must provide:

1.2 a project assignment specific to the programme of your choice; or
1.3 a portfolio of projects to enhance your application file.

Applicants for the BA in Fashion Marketing Management must provide
a project assignment and cannot provide a portfolio of projects.
Creative work submitted as part of the admission test will be assessed
according to published academic criteria. Academic judgement about
creative suitability cannot be appealed under the Admissions
Complaints and Appeals Policy

1.1 PERSONAL STATEMENT

Please write an essay (max 500 words) elaborating on the following
questions:

— what job would you like to do after you graduate?

— why did you choose NABA to achieve that?

— what are your favourite means of expression?

— what or who inspires you?

— how will living and studying in London positively influence your
work?

1.2 PROJECT ASSIGNMENT

Your artistic skills are an important element for evaluating your
application to NABA BA programmes. Together with your Personal
Statement, the following assignments will enable our faculty to get to
know you, your skills and your commitment. In order to develop your
project assignment, please follow the guidelines below related to your
BA programme.

Project Assignment for the BA in Design
Design is a subject closely connected to objects, their functionality and
the environment surrounding them. You are asked to:
a) choose an object with a specific function;
b) give the object a second life, by changing its function and
shape (any material and technique can be used); and
c) representit:
o take a picture of the object before and after the
morphing;
o  describe the process and the concept behind it.
Your design task shall include:
— 2D images designed and created by you:
B atleast 2 hand drawings (various techniques may be used)
B at least 2 digital drawings, photos, collages, etc.
B Applicants should ensure that all work submitted is clearly labelled
and is their own original creation. Collaborative work must be
identified as such

Project Assignment for the BA in Fashion Design

1) Choose 3 subjects and make 3 research pages collecting
images/pictures related to the chosen subjects.

2) Write a short description or list some key words for each subject.

3) Develop 3 mini projects related to the chosen subjects, one for each
of them. Projects may be pictures, or drawings, or outfit sketches, or
technical drawings designed by you, that show your skills. Each of them
should include at least 3 images.

Below is an example of a project:

— SUBJECT: Urban

— RESEARCH: Collect images/pictures of places and people coming
from one or more cities

— DESCRIPTION: List a series of keywords related to the Urban
concept

— PROJECT: Create an outfit or an accessory - man/woman/kid/pet
(also only one of these different typologies) - related to the research
HOW:

— Use collage technique assembling different existing images/pictures
— Draw fashion figures or technical drawings of your
garment/accessory

Project Assignment for the BA in Fashion Marketing Management
A project assignment is required for all applicants to this programme.
A portfolio of projects will not be accepted as part of an application.
Please prepare an analysis of an artist or a personality (contemporary
artist, musician, actor, athlete, director, dancer, writer etc.) whom you
associate with the brand and describe the connections that make it
cognitively harmonious with the selected brand. The objective is to
highlight your research skills and your initial understanding of the
fashion system and of the general cultural panorama. For a fashion
brand chosen independently by the student, a short analysis (short text
+ images) could be requested (logo, history, some images of
collections; a possible segment idea and competitors is a plus). For
example, Murakami for Louis Vuitton as a collaboration or Jannik
Sinner for Gucci as an ambassador.

This assignment assesses analytical ability and understanding of brand
positioning rather than artistic skill. Submissions must include properly
credited images and sources

1.3 PORTFOLIO OF PROJECTS

(Alternative option to the project assignment under 1.2, except for
applicants for the BA in Fashion Marketing Management)

Creativity is not an abstract exercise, on the contrary, it requires the
ability to contextualize and elaborate information and look for new
solutions with an open spirit capable of listening and interacting with
our environment. The goal of a successful portfolio is to tell a visual
narrative of your passions, explorations and abilities.

All materials submitted should be clearly labelled with the applicant’s
name and contact information and cannot be returned. Applicants are
advised to keep a copy of all submitted work. The Academy cannot
accept responsibility for the loss or damage of original materials
Digital, paper or internet based works can be submitted.

Portfolios are reviewed on the following qualitative measures: aesthetic
awareness, composition, drawing, design, colour perception, spatial
perception, quality of presentation, technique and originality.
Favourable consideration is given to strong 2-D and 3-D work that
shows fully rendered pieces, excellent craftsmanship, attention to
technique, and original design.

Guidelines to portfolio preparation:

A portfolio of projects is the presentation of yourself, of your previous
academic and/or professional and/or amateur works. There is no need
to include multiple projects, but rather a selection of your strongest
works that will let us understand your skills and potentials.

What to include:

— 5 to 10 projects divided into separate folders.

Submissions may include drawings, illustrations, paintings, computer
graphic, design, printmaking, collage, photography, sculpture,
jewellery, fashion, furniture or videos.

Portfolio pieces may represent classroom assignments as well as
independent projects. The portfolio should be purposeful, demonstrate
originality of concept, use of appropriate materials and visual literacy.
Each project should have a pdf description containing: title of the
project, year of production, information if it is a project developed at
Academy, on your own.

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— Images of your fashion design sketches (sketches demonstrating
your development of a fashion theme).

— Images of finished fashion illustrations (using colour and
demonstrating your skills of presentation, these could be hand-drawn,
painted, collage or computer images).

— Images of any other creative work. The decision of what to include
is yours. Your portfolio should demonstrate creative development over
time rather than isolated final outcomes. Evidence of research,
experimentation and iteration is encouraged

1.4 RESULTS

If you are filling an application for Design, you might want to consider
the following suggestions to include in your portfolio:

— 2D images designed and created by you:

— at least 5 hand drawings (various techniques may be used) optional:
— Digital drawings, photos, collages, etc.

— 3D work including experimentation and development.

— Finished work accompanied by a short explanation of the piece and
your thinking.

In the global evaluation, NABA will take into account the applicant’s interests and aptitudes for advanced studies and potential for success at
NABA BA programme and the related professional role. A student's lack of prior preparation in some of the subjects that are part of the admission
procedure due differences in their educational background, will not disadvantage their final admission, provided that their vocational elements
(e.g., practical skills, knowledge, and abilities required to complete their programme) have been positively assessed.

Once the assessment is complete, you will receive feedback about the final result within 7 working days. If the result is positive, the
admission letter will be issued and sent to you by email. NABA may offer you a conditional admission if you have not yet submitted the
language certificate and/or a copy of your high school diploma. If you receive a conditional offer, you must submit the missing documents prior to

the course commencing.

As we are registered as an Approved higher education provider with the Office for Students, our courses are not subject
to the maximum tuition fee limits set by the UK Government.

The tuition fees for the Foundation Course — Academic Year 2026/27 amount to £13,000 per academic year to be paid as follows:

However, we may need to alter dates, make variations to the content
and methods of delivery of programmes, change tutors and locations
from the published timetable, or make other reasonable changes with
the overall aim of facilitating or improving the provision of any
programme and to ensure that the Academy delivers the best quality
of educational experience to you. Some examples of these changes
and the reasons for such changes may include:

8.1.1. Keeping our programme content and delivery up to date and
relevant. We may need to implement technical adjustments and/or
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improvements, for example: to reflect developments in academic
teaching, research and/or professional standards/ requirements; to
address any external examiner feedback received as part of their
annual reports and/or results from our regular student feedback
sessions. To set out further examples, we may make adjustments to
aspects of the curriculum — to ensure that this is current and reflects
developments in the subject area; the methods of assessment,
assessment weightings, and the word length of individual assignments;
and adjustments to the learning outcomes and how these are
assessed.

8.1.2. Changes as a result of a programme review. It is standard
practice for the Academy to undertake a formal review of all of its taught
provision in line with national, professional body and regulatory
requirements. The aim of each programme review is to ensure, on a
periodic basis, that the design, academic standards and quality of
learning opportunities of existing programmes remain appropriate to
the awards to which they lead and are informed by reference to
institutional regulations and policies, national benchmarks and relevant
professional and employment demands.

8.1.3. To reflect changes in relevant laws, statutory, awarding body,
regulatory and/or professional body requirements and/or sector
regulation.

8.1.4. Altering the location of your programme. For example, following
campus consolidation to allow the Academy to provide the best
facilities and academic provision for its students.

Any changes will be made in good faith with the aim of maintaining
academic standards and enhancing the student learning experience
8.2. In making any such changes, we will aim to keep the changes to
the minimum necessary to achieve the required quality of experience.
We will notify all affected students in writing not less than 30 days in
advance, and all applicants either in their offer letter or as soon as
possible after the offer letter has been sent, about any changes that
are required.

8.3. If we intend to make a material change to your programme, we will

9. Events Outside Our Control

9.1. The Academy will do all that it reasonably can to provide the
Course, related educational and other services, and facilities as
described in the material information set out on its website, in the
prospectus or in other documents issued to appropriately enrolled
students as described. Sometimes circumstances beyond the
reasonable control of the Academy which could not have been
prevented, even if the Academy had taken reasonable care (“Events
Outside Our Control”), mean that we are prevented from, hindered, or
delayed in providing or otherwise cannot provide such services and
facilities. Examples of Events Outside Our Control include (but are not
limited to):

- Industrial action by third parties;

-The unanticipated and/or unavoidable continued absence or departure
of key members of Academy or specialist staff;

- Power failure;

- Acts of terrorism;

- Pandemics, epidemics, and other threats to public health;

- Fire;

- Severe weather conditions;

- Natural disasters;

- Political or civil unrest;

- Damage, interruption, or lack of access to buildings, facilities or
equipment;

- The acts or delays of any governmental or local authority;

- Legal or regulatory changes;

- Withdrawal by any government or local authority of any necessary
licence;

- Insufficient uptake of a programme.

9.2. Where Events Outside Our Control occur, we will notify you that
the events have occurred and will take all reasonable steps to minimise
the resultant disruption to those students who are affected, by, for
example:

- offering the opportunity, where reasonably possible, to move to
another programme

- deferring the start date for the programme;

- delivering the programme in a different way, from another location or
online, or at another time;

- delivering a modified version of the same programme;

- assisting you to transfer to complete the programme at another
Academy location or another institution; or

- delivering other services and facilities in a different way, from a
different location or online.

9.3. Following notice to you of Events Outside Our Control, if you are
not satisfied with any such steps to mitigate the disruption caused by
such Events Outside the Our Control, you may terminate our Contract,
and we will follow our Refund and Compensation Policy Alternatively,
you may make a complaint under the Student Complaints Procedure
(for those already enrolled) or Admissions Complaints and Appeals
Policy (for applicants), which will determine:

- any refund of the tuition fees taking into consideration (where

9.4. Where, as a result of Events Outside Our Control that have been
notified to you, the Academy is unable to take steps to minimise the
resultant disruption to students, and it is necessary for us to close or
discontinue or cease to deliver a programme, the Academy will follow
its Student Protection Plan. In such circumstances, the Academy shall
not be liable: (a) for the breach of our Contract nor for the continued
compliance with our Contract including the provision of further tuition
or services, or (b) for any other loss or damage of any kind.

The Student Protection Plan sets out the measures we will take to
protect students’ interests where programmes are withdrawn,
suspended or significantly changed

10. Changes to Regulations, Policies and Procedures

10.1. The Academy reserves the right to add to, delete or make
reasonable changes to regulations, policies, and procedures where, in
the opinion of the Academy, this will assist in the proper delivery of
education.

10.2. Changes are usually made for one or more of the following
reasons:

10.2.1. to ensure that they are fit for purpose;

10.2.2. to reflect changes in the external environment, including legal
or regulatory changes, changes to funding or financial arrangements
or changes to government policy, requirements, or guidance;

10.2.3. to incorporate sector guidance or best practice;

10.2.4. to incorporate feedback from students; and/or

10.2.5. to aid in clarity or consistency of approach.

10.3. Wherever possible, the Academy will consult students on the
impact of any substantive changes prior to implementation.

10.4. Any changes will normally come into effect at the start of the next
academic year, although may be introduced during the academic year
where the Academy gives not less than 30 days' written notice of
changes.

10.5. The updated regulations, policies and procedures will be made
available on the Academy’s website and will be publicised by other
means so that students are made aware of any changes.

11. Other Services

11.1. Other, non-educational services provided by the Academy to you,
for example residential accommodation and sports centre membership,
are subject to separate terms and conditions

11.2. You may also enter into separate contractual arrangements with
other third parties such as a financial sponsor, the Student Loans
Company, your employer (if applicable), or, in relation to work
placements or internships, with the organisation providing such work
placement or internship to you.

Any such contracts are independent of your Contract with NABA
London, and we are not responsible for the acts or omissions of those
third parties

12. Withdrawal, Termination,
Programme Deferrals

12.1. Withdrawal by you after the Cooling-off Period: After the Cooling-
off Period you may still withdraw from the programme and terminate
our Contract at any time by giving notice in writing to
admissions@naba.ac.uk. Withdrawal from the programme and
termination of our Contract will take effect from receipt of your written

Programme Transfer and
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notice. You may be entitled to a full or partial refund as set out in the
Refund and Compensation policy.

12.2. Withdrawal by us: In addition to any other rights of termination
that we may have under these Terms, we may withdraw you from the
programme and terminate our Contract immediately by notice in writing
if:

12.2.1. we decide that you may not continue as a student of the
Academy due to a breach of the our Policies and/or our Code of
Conduct — see https://www.naba.it/en/london/regulatory-
documentation

12.2.2. you commit a material breach of our Contract, and if such
breach is remediable, you fail to remedy it within 30 days after being
notified in writing to do so; or

12.2.3 you lose your right to study in the UK.

In such circumstances, you may be entitled to a refund as set out in the
Refund and Compensation Policy.12.3.

Decisions to withdraw a student will follow the relevant procedures (for
example, disciplinary, fitness to study or attendance procedures) and
will be communicated in writing with reasons

Programme Transfers and Deferrals:

12.3.1. We may grant programme transfers (transfer from one
programme at NABA London to another programme at NABA London)
or programme deferrals in our absolute discretion provided at all times
you apply in writing no later than one week after the commencement of
the programme and pay an administration fee of £250.

12.3.2. If you are an international student that wishes to transfer your
programme to another programme any request to transfer to another
programme must comply with the relevant UKVI requirements in force
at that time.

12.3.4. If you are an international student a deferral will result in us
cancelling your CAS, so you will need to request for a new CAS prior
to your deferred programme start date. If you are in the UK when
sponsorship is withdrawn, you will have to leave the UK, switch to
another visa category, or change sponsor.

Programme transfers or deferrals may affect your visa, fees, funding
and progression, and you should seek advice from the relevant teams
before submitting a request

13. Data Protection

13.1. We will collect and process your personal data as described in
our Privacy Policy at the beginning of this document. This includes
processing your data for purposes connected with admissions,
teaching and learning, support services, quality assurance, reporting
to regulators and, where applicable, visa compliance

14. Liability

14.1. Nothing in our Contract shall exclude or limit in any way our
liability:

14.1.1. for death or personal injury caused by our negligence;

14.1.2. for fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation; or

14.2.3 for any other liability which cannot be excluded or limited by law.
14.2. We shall not be liable for losses caused by our breach of our
Contract, except those losses which are a foreseeable consequence of
the breach. Loss is foreseeable if it is obvious that it will happen or if,
at the time our Contract was made, both you and we knew it might
happen.
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14.3. We shall not be liable for loss or damage to students’ personal
property or equipment, except caused by our negligence or breach of
statutory duty.

14.4 Subject to terms 14.1, 14.2 and 14.3 above, our total liability to
you whether in contract or otherwise, arising under or in connection
with your enrolment and participation in your programme is limited to
the total tuition fees paid by you [and any costs incurred by you which
are directly related to your enrolment and your participation in your
programme]. Nothing in these Terms affects your statutory rights as a
consumer

15. Intellectual Property

15.1. We own or have the licence to use the intellectual property rights
(IPR) in all course materials produced by us (or on our behalf). Course
materials must only be used for your own personal study purposes.
Course materials may not be shared publicly by you, including on the
internet, without our prior consent in writing. Unauthorised public
sharing of course materials will constitute misconduct under the
Student Code of Conduct and Disciplinary Policy.

15.2. If you create IPR during your studies or research, you will own
the IPR, unless one of the following applies:

a) you are sponsored by an external organisation and your sponsorship
agreement includes different terms in respect of ownership to any such
IPR;

b) you are on placement and the placement organisation makes it a
condition of the placement that any arising IPR will belong to the
organisation;

c) you are employed by NABA (in which case you will be treated as an
employee and the standard rules relating to ownership of IPR under
the Copyright, Design and Patents Act 1988 shall apply);

d) you participate in a research programme under the terms of which
arising IPR are assigned to the research sponsor;

e) the IPR created builds directly upon existing IPR of NABA; or

f) you create IPR making substantial use of NABA’s facilities,
equipment or resources.

15.3. We may wish to use IPR created by you during your course and
owned by you for non-commercial purposes, such as educational use,
and for promotional purposes, including in prospectuses, on the
website and on social media. We will notify you before any non-
commercial use, and seek your consent in writing to our use of your
work for promotional purposes. If the work created by you is tangible
(such as clothing, jewellery or art), we may request your consent in
writing to borrow the work for a reasonable period.

15.4. We may also wish to use IPR created by you during your course
and owned by you for other commercial purposes. If we wish to do this,
you will be asked to enter into a formal licence agreement or
assignment with us to permit this. You are under no obligation to enter
into any such agreement. In the event that you do enter into such an
agreement with us, we will ensure you receive fair compensation.

16. General

16.1. If any provisions of these Terms are or becomes illegal, invalid,
void, or unenforceable that shall not affect the legality, validity or
enforceability of the other provision. If we fail, at any time while these
Terms are in force, to insist that you perform any of your obligations
under these Terms, or if we do not exercise any of our rights or
remedies under these Terms, that will not mean that we have waived
such rights or remedies and will not mean that you do not have to
comply with those obligations. If we do waive a default by you that will
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not mean that we will automatically waive any subsequent default by
you. No waiver by us of any of these Terms shall be effective unless
we expressly say that it is a waiver, and we tell you so in writing.

16.2. Our Contract with you does not confer third party benefits for the
purposes of the Contract (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999.

16.3. Our Contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance
with the laws of England and Wales and the parties agree to the
exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.

17. Complaints

17.1. The Academy recognises there may be occasions where
students wish to raise legitimate complaints relating to their
programme, or the facilities and services provided by the Academy. It
is important to both students and staff to know that such complaints
will be dealt with seriously and transparently, and without fear of
recrimination. To ensure that this happens, the Academy has in place
Admission Complaints and Appeals Procedure which details
procedures and parameters for making a complaint, alongside what
action may be taken in response to complaints: see -

17.2. If having exhausted all stages of the Academy’s internal
complaints procedure, a student considers that the Academy has failed
to consider and respond to their complaint appropriately, the student
can refer their complaint to the awarding body (in respect of validated
provision) and then to the Office of the Independent Adjudicator for
Higher Education, which provides an independent scheme for the
review of student complaints.
